Authority (Metro) and Southern California Association of Governments' (SCAG) won the
National Planning Excellence Award for a Best Practice for their First Last Mile Strategic Plan
& Planning Guidelines; and UCLA Professor Donald Shoup, FAICP, author of The High Cost of
Free Parking, won the National Planning Award for a Planning Pioneer. Other notable award
winners included Philadelphia’s Green Stormwater Infrastructure Program, the Boston
Complete Streets Design Guidelines, the Greater New Orleans Urban Water Plan, and the
“Big U”, a 10-mile “protective ribbon” around Lower Manhattan designed following
Superstorm Sandy to protect New York City from flooding from similar future events. The
awards luncheon keynote address was delivered by U.S. Housing and Urban Development
Secretary Julian Castro.

e Most sessions were good for “CM” (certification maintenance) credits, which are required
for planners to retain their AICP (American Institute of Certified Planners) credentials. AICP
members must earn a total of 32 CM credits every two years, including 1.5 credits in law
and 1.5 credits in ethics. The required credits in law and ethics were earned at last year’s
conference in Atlanta.

Bay Area Regional Prosperity Plan Capstone Conference. Acting Economic Development and
Housing Manager Michelle De Guzman attended the Capstone Conference on the Bay Area
Regional Prosperity Plan on April 13-14 in downtown Oakland. The Bay Area Regional Prosperity
Plan is a 3-year initiative funded by a $5 million grant from the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) to the Metropolitan Transportation Commission and Association of
Bay Area Governments. The Prosperity Plan will address critical issues in the Bay Area including:
the production and preservation of affordable housing near transit; neighborhood stabilization
in communities at risk of displacement; capacity and leadership building in low-income
communities that are underrepresented in local and regional areas; and expanding economic
opportunities for low- and moderate-income residents

Transportation Summit. On April 27 Senior Planner Miroo Desai and Assistant Planner Sara
Billing attended the annual California Transportation Summit organized by TransForm in
Sacramento. Sessions included updates on California high speed rail, creating accessible
communities through transportation, strengthening California’s greenhouse gas reduction
goals, and local and regional efforts to improve active transportation.

American Planning Association (APA) Related Activities. As Northern Section Inclusionary
Director of the State APA Board, Senior Planner Miroo Desai participated in the monthly
conference call on April 28.

Alameda County Fire Department (ACFD) Deputy Fire Marshal Recruitment. The Chief Building
Official was one of three reviewers in the oral interview panel representing the City of
Emeryville. The City contracts with ACFD for fire protection and suppression services. As the
result of the current Deputy Fire Marshal’s pending retirement, emphasis was placed on staff
replacement that will be assigned to augment Emeryville’s Building Division. With expectations
of selecting a candidate for sustaining heightened customer service in pre-construction
meetings, plan review, inspections and staff chemistry, the City should expect a new Deputy
Fire Marshal beginning July 1, 2015.
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Economic Development and Housing Manager Recruitment. The application period for a
permanent Economic Development and Housing Manager opened on January 12 and closed on
January 30. An oral board consisting of the Economic Development Managers of Berkeley,
Fremont, and Walnut Creek interviewed eight finalists on March 23, and the top five candidates
were interviewed by an internal panel on March 30. However, with the City Manager’s recent
announcement that she is leaving Emeryville to become the Oakland City Administrator, a
decision on appointment of the new Economic Development and Housing Manager has been
deferred until a new City Manager is in place. Meanwhile, Michelle De Guzman will continue to
serve as the Acting Economic Development and Housing Manager.

Fee Study. On April 29, three back-to-back meetings were held with NBS, the consultants
conducting the Master Fee and Cost Allocation Study, to review the activities of the Economic
Development and Housing, Planning, and Building divisions, respectively.
